Frum Divorce is going to great lengths to ensure the comfort of each and every one of our
participants. We will conduct a conflict search on every reservation, so that only one party
from a previous marriage will attend (This is subject to you providing us with the accurate
details of your ex-spouse). 

Practically speaking, the first person to complete the registration and payment will 
automatically eliminate the former spouse from attending. While we would love to 
accommodate everyone, we want to be respectful and understanding of people’s 
circumstances. 

This policy only affects previous marriages, and does not apply to any other relationships. 

 Will I be able to meet a potential Shidduch on this weekend? 

Yes, we anticipate that every door will have a Shabbos key or non-electronic access. 

Check in for the weekend begins at 3 pm on Friday and it ends at 12 pm on Sunday.
There will be a brunch from 10 am – 12 pm on Sunday.
